This is the single form to be used for the submission of data to the Rare Breeding Birds Panel and for Schedule 1 licence returns to the relevant country agency (Natural England, Countryside Council for Wales and Scottish Natural Heritage).  All Schedule 1 licenses received will be passed to RBBP unless otherwise specified.  The main part of the form is divided into three sections: (1) site details which are required for all records; (2) a section for data, such as clutch size and numbers of visits to the nest, which are normally required for Schedule 1 licence returns; (3) a section for information obtained without visiting the nest and which, in many circumstances, will be the only data available to an observer or county recorder.
