	A licence is required to sell any live or dead wild animal or plant, including derivatives, listed on Schedule 5 or Schedule 8 of the Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981 (as amended). General Licences exist which allow the sale of certain amphibians and certain wild animals (pine marten and red squirrel) in particular circumstances. 

A licence is required to sell any species, including derivatives, listed on Schedule 2 or Schedule 4 (known as European Protected Species) of The Conservation of Habitats and Species Regulations 2010.  There is a presumption against issuing licences to allow the sale of European Protected Species which were taken from the wild since these Regulations first came into force (June 1994) unless that sale contributes to purposes such as science, education or conservation of the species.
A licence is required to sell any species, including derivatives,  listed in Annex IV(a),  Annex IV(b) or Annex II(b) (other than any bryophyte) to the Habitats Directive if it has been taken from the wild in the European territory of a member State, being territory to which the EC treaty applies, on or after 10 June 1994 (or if the member State from which the EPS was taken joined the EC after that date, the date it became a member State). There are exemptions for certain species and populations. For further details refer to the legislation The Conservation of Habitats and Species Regulations 2010.
